…To advocate for wise and just environmental policy…you could become a part of 

the Episcopal Public Policy Network.  Find out more about EPPN and sign up for updates 

at their website: http://www.episcopalchurch.org/eppn.htm Periodically, they will send 

you updates and ways to send emails to your congressional representatives on behalf of a 

number of topics including Environmental Justice.
